1. Project Title – A meaningful title for a feasible project with deliverable

2. Problem Area, Rationale & Objectives – Problem formulation and setting of objectives

3. Literature Review – Presenting the background to the problem using a review of related literature & research reports. Literature should be current, directly relevant and underpin the problem area chosen.

4. Research or Investigative Method – This should detail the Research or Investigative Method selected, and the reasons for that choice.

5. Results – The process/product of the research carried out to solve the problem defined above. This may include analysis, design, implementation, testing

6. Interpretation of Specification – How effective the solution is in solving the problem; also in the context of the literature reviewed.

7. Evaluation and Recommendations – Standard of critical evaluation & breadth of references used. Value and appropriateness of supporting documentation

8. Project Management – Identification of appropriate milestones. Evidence of planning and organization to achieve these.

9. Personal Reflection – Provides personal insight into the total research experience and the part this has played in career development

10. Referencing, Bibliography & Appendices for Report – Standard of Citation, Reference Method & supporting documents

11. Presentation of Report – Structure, organization and standard of appearance of Report. Readability, logical flow and visual presentation of all material pertinent to the project
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
